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More from my library….   
Continuing to go through my books, I was taken by how many I have about Gandhi. Having lived through  

the Viet Nam War years and the turbulent 60’s, I should not be surprised by the number of resources I have 

devoted to peace. And as I paged through these pieces, I found myself humming one of my favorite contem-

porary hymns: “In the Midst of New Dimensions,” thinking particularly of the verse “As we stand a world  

divided by our own self-seeking schemes, grant that we, your global village, might envision wider dreams.”  

In light of our present world scene, I find Gandhi’s philosophy and theology of life uplifting in stark contrast 

to our daily news – real or fake!  So, from the book  PEACE  - The Words and Inspiration of Mahatma Gandhi, 

I share a few of his words.  The book begins with an Introduction by Archbishop Desmond Tutu, who said:  

“Words in Gandhi’s hands were always good tools, but for him they were never enough. Without action they 

were / are meaningless.” 

Some quotes from Gandhi: 
 
An ideal is one thing; living up to it is quite another … We may be said to have an ideal 
only when we put forth an effort to realize it. 
 
A man / woman is but the product of his / her thoughts; what they think, they become. 
 
Power based on love is a thousand times more effective and permanent than the one derived from fear of 
punishment. 
 
If we are to make progress, we must not repeat history but make new history. We must add to the inher-
itance left by our ancestors. 
 
Real disarmament cannot come unless the nations of the world cease to exploit one another. 
 
Our ability to reach unity in diversity will be the beauty and the test of our civilization. 
 
You must be the change you wish to see in the world. 
 
No matter how insignificant the thing you have to do, do it as well as you can, give it has much of your 
care and attention as you would give to the thing you regard as the most important. For it will be by those 
small things that you shall be judged.

What is this? 

One Friday in June, July and August, everyone is invited to watch a main-
stream film at the church.

July 13th: Star Wars Episode VIII – The Last Jedi 
August 10th: Stranger Than Fiction 

 

What should you expect to happen? 

Arrive at the church at 6 PM with the movie starting no later than 6:15 PM. A brief introduction of the 
film along with a short guide for some things to look for in the film will be offered during this 15 minute 
segment. 
 Sit back and enjoy the film! (please respond as you would in a movie theater) 
  Some light snacks and drinks will be provided! 

Following the movie, we will take 30 minutes to an hour to talk about the  
guide questions and your own thoughts on the film.
